Introduction

The Republic of the Union of Myanmar is composed of 14 Regions and
States and a Union Territory Area, in total 63,899 villages in 330 townships, 76
districts, and about 70% out of National population are living in rural areas. It is
found that percentage of poverty incidence in the country was 32.1% in 2005 and
declined to 24.8 % in 2017, yet the majority of people about 30.2% living below
poverty line are in rural areas in term of Myanmar Living Condition Assessment
2017. In order to fulfill the achievement of United Nations’ Sustainable
Development Goals and Myanmar Sustainable Development Plan, Department of
Rural Development of the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Irrigation stands

for priority of rural development activities due to the requirement of the Nation.

Organizational Strength

Head office of the Department of Rural Development is located in Nya Pyi
Taw and its branch offices are in each and every State, Region, District and
Township across the country. At present, under the management of the DRD
Headquarter, there are 14 State and Region and one Union territory, Nya Pyi Taw
offices, 2 Sub-state offices in Shan State, 68 District offices and 288 Township
offices. A total of 5,036 staff which consists of 744 officers and 4,292 other ranks

are working at various DRD offices and serving for rural residents.
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Provision of Rural Drinking Water

Provision of rural drinking water is one of the key activities of DRD. Water
Supply, Sanitation and Hygiene Strategy (WASH) and Investment plan have been
developed in collaboration with Department of Public Health, Department of
Basic Education and UNICEF to realize Sustainable Development Goal (6) in
Myanmar. The strategy aims to ensure rural socio-economic development by
2030 by providing equitable, effective, efficient and affordable services for water
supply and sanitation and safe hygienic behavior. The strategy moves the WASH
sector away from short-term solution to a strategic approach, which ensures
ongoing, continuous service delivery to communities.

Under the strategy, Department of Rural Development is mandated to
implement water supply sector across the country with the aim of ensuring that
clean drinking water is accessible to all rural areas. Rural water supply activities
include the construction of shallow tube well, deep tube well, dug well, pond
and springs. Starting from the time when the new government took office 2016-
2017 fiscal year up to present, DRD undertook (9,571) rural water supply
activities in a total of (8,264) rural villages, benefiting (1.07) million rural
households or (5.26) million population and 75 % of coverage across the country.

Although DRD has responsible for rural water supply, it has to be play a
coordination, technical oversight and executing agency role in the
implementation of town water supply under JICA’s ODA Loan projects. In
cooperation with respective Township Development Committees, which is main
responsible agency for town water supply, a total of (23) town water supply
projects were successfully implemented under phase | stage. Moreover, Town

Water Supply Project (Phase-ll) is going to implement in (22) towns till 2020-

2021 fiscal year.

Rural Electrification

Energy consumption is one of the indices in determining the levels of
development of a nation. Availability of energy supply to all sectors of life in any
country is crucial for its development. Therefore, the Government puts high
priority on providing its citizens with access to electricity in reliable manner. To
provide the universal access to electricity to all by 2030, National Electrification
Project (NEP) has been developed in cooperation with the World Bank Group.
NEP project is being implemented by the World Bank’s IDA loan of USD (90)
Million, Italian Government’s loan of Euro (30) million, the Government budget

and community contribution.

Under the NEP project, DRD is mandated to undertake off-grid
electrification with the objectives of increasing electricity access in rural areas,
implementing the pre-electrification initiatives in the remote villages from the
national grid, making better electrification system by the public contribution and
improving the public-private-people partnership. Off-grid electrification includes
mini-grid system and solar home system including public facilities. International
competitive bidding method is employed for solar home system while both
international and national developers and companies have a great chance to

carry out mini-grid system. In order to minimize dependency nature and increase
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ownership mindset of local communities, local communities may wish to

contribute 5 to 10 % of capital cost.

Starting from the time when the new government took office 2016-2017
fiscal year up to presence, a total of (355,133) solar home systems were
implemented in (6,511) rural villages, benefiting (373,504) rural households and
(1.87) million population and 43.6% of coverage across the country. The progress

of off grid rural electrification activities is as follows:

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Construction of Farm-to-Market Rural Roads and Bridges

Agribusiness development and competitive value chains rely on efficient
markets and logistic infrastructure. Farm roads are the first step in linking
farmers to markets. Construction of farm roads contributes improved access to
areas outside the villages to collection center, reduce damage to perishable
crops during transport and reduce the time burden on rural family members for
mobility and transfer of goods. Thus, starting from 2018-2019 (Mini Budget) for
fiscal year, DRD is undertaking the construction of farm-to-market access roads
in rural area. At present, a total of farm road 341/6 miles and 261 bridges were

constructed in benefiting 233094 acres of farmland and 0.47 million rural people.

Rural Housing Project

In order to fulfill the shelter needs of the rural people, DRD is undertaking
the construction of rural housings in disaster affected area like Chin State and
Rakhine State by spending the allocated Government’s budget. Particular
attention is paid to the poorest and vulnerable households whose lost their
shelter by disasters. By the request of respective State Governments, (18°x24’x9’)
rural houses were provided to those of households. Numbers of houses

In line with Sustainable Development Goals, Myanmar Sustainable

Development Plan, Agriculture Development Strategy and Rural Development

Strategic Framework, DRD is implementing a series of rural development

programs and projects which mainly focus on rural infrastructure development,

rural livelihoods and income generating improvement and capacity development.

As the bottom-up planning and people-centered approach are backbone of the
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any DRD initiatives, four community development projects are run by

community-driven approach. These are;

(1)  National Community Driven Development Project (NCDDP) financed
by the World Bank,

(2)  Enhancing Rural Livelihoods and Incomes Project financed by ADB,

(3)  Evergreen Village Development Project (Mya Sein Yaung) financed
by the government,

(4) Village Development Planning Project (VDP) financed by the
government with the technical assistance of LIFT Fund.

(5)  China-aided pilot project of poverty reduction.

The common objectives of rural development projects are to enable rural
communities to benefit from improved access to basic infrastructure and services
and to enhance their livelihood and income generating activities. Their basic
principles are human development, decentralization, people oriented,
collaboration, sustainability, community involvement, as well as transparency

and accountability.

National Community Driven Development Project (NCDDP)

National Community Driven Development Project is one of the salient
community development projects in DRD. The objective of the project is to
enable poor rural communities to benefit from improved access to and use of
basic infrastructure and services and to enhance the Government’s capacity to
respond promptly and effectively to an eligible crisis or emergency. The project
employs people-centered approach. The project’s objective will be achieved
through: (i) financing community identified rural infrastructure investments; (ii)

strengthening the capacity of communities in partnership with local authorities
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to effectively identify, plan and implement their development priorities; and (iii)
facilitating the participation of the poor and vulnerable, both women and men

throughout the project cycle at the community level.

The project has been being implemented in (63) townships across the
country since 2013, benefiting a total of (7.1) million rural population in (12011)
villages. In terms of financing, the project has run by a total of USD (539.2)
million which includes World Bank’s Grant of USD (80) million, World Bank’s Loan
of USD (400) million, Italy Government’s Grant of USD (2.4) million, Italy
Government’s Loan of USD (23.8) million, DFID’s Grant of USD (3) million and

Myanmar Government’s contribution of USD (30) million.

Since 2013-2014 to 2018-2019 fiscal year, thanks to the active
participation, contribution and ownership of local communities, the following

community infrastructures were achieved:

Evergreen Village Development Project (MSY)

Evergreen Village Development Project primarily aims to reduce the

poverty incidence by creating job opportunity and increase family income in the
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rural areas. It also aims to improve nutrition and food sufficiency, to increase the
rural productivity by the rural infrastructure development, to improve the
capacity of rural people and to create resilient communities that can respond the

unexpected disasters in strong manner.

The project provides Myanmar Kyat 30 million (about USS 30,000) to each
project village as a revolving fund from the government budget. The
implementation method of the project is to set up the revolving fund in each
project village and to operate the fund sustainably by increasing the amount of
fund through receiving low and affordable interest rate. The village fund
management committee whose members are elected persons of respective
villages lend loan to individual household with the low interest rate of 0.5% to

1.5%, which is set by the consensus of the village level committee’s meeting.

The project villages are transparently selected based on the following

criteria-

(1)  Poverty stricken or poor village,

(2)  Having potential for agriculture and livestock development,

(3)  Rule of Law (free from illicit alcoholic drinks, gambling and narcotic
drugs),

(4)  Enthusiasm and unity of the villagers, (having strong desire to
develop their village and to run the project)

(5) Smooth transportation and stability and security of the project
areas, and

(6)  Village with at least (80) households or above (If a village has less
than (80) households, it need to be combined with nearby villages

which have easy access to administration), and
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(7)  Villages are not already existed microcredit services provided by

other INGOs/NGOs.

The MSY project has been being implemented in a total of (11098) villages
in (289) townships across the country since 2014-2015 fiscal year to now. The
government’s budget of Myanmar Kyat (271.71) billion were capitalized for the
project villages, while interest amount earned by the villages accounts for
Myanmar Kyat (120.96) billion during 5 years of project implementation. The
project activities include agriculture, livestock, fisheries, rural electrification,
village production, small-scale trading and other livelihood activities. As of June

2019, the project contribution to rural households is as below:

Village Development Planning Project (VDP)

The VDP project was launched in early 2015 with the aim to support and
facilitate the process of people-centered participatory village development
planning, identification of village development priorities, and mobilization of
financing for meeting funding needs for the assessed priorities. The project
enables rural people identify their village development needs, plan and

implement their village development activities by themselves.

The VDP framework consists of two instruments. One is the Village
Development Plan that provides a five-year, medium term socioeconomic
framework for village community and human-centered development. The second

instrument is the Annual Village Investment Program (AVIP), which translates a
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VDP into actionable program activities aimed at contributing to local, village
economic growth and poverty alleviation. The project employs Participatory
Rural Appraisal (PRA) tool in identifying and planning village development

activities.

The project is funded by the Government’s budget and technical know-
how was assisted by LIFT Fund. The project provides Myanmar Kyat (10) million
per village for the implementation of development activities. The Government’s
budget of Myanmar Kyat (20.84) million was spent for the project
implementation. The project activities include training on village development
planning, construction of rural roads and bridges, water supply, electrification
and other activities. As of 2018-2019 fiscal year, village development planning
was drawn in (113,73) villages, and (4,954) development activities were
implemented in (471,8) villages, benefiting (0.816) million households or (3.7)

million population. The progress of the project is as follow:

Enhancing Rural Livelihoods and Incomes Project (ERLIP)

The project’s overall objective is to improve productivity and enhance
livelihoods in selected areas. This will be achieved using participatory
approaches to mobilize and organize communities to identify priority needs, and
to support communities to improve village and village tract-level infrastructure
and rural livelihoods. The project develops capacity, and supports community
group, cooperative societies, and livelihood groups as means of engaged

community. The expected outcome of the project is to be improved essential
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productive rural and social infrastructure in the project-assisted villages to lead
to better income opportunities.

The project consists of three components; (i) Mobilizing and organizing
communities, (ii) Improving village and village tract-level infrastructure and rural
livelihoods and (iii) Institutionalizing project management services. Each
component includes specific activities to ensure gender balance as well as the
empowerment of women.

The project has been implemented in (3) townships to target geographic
regions of the country since 2014 - Ngaputaw in Ayeyarwady Delta, Bokpyin in
Tanintharyi Region and Ywangan in Shan State Plateau, benefiting a total of
(177,429) rural population in (293) villages of (63) village tract. Financing for the
ERLIP is provided by the Government of Myanmar, and is mainly supported by a
grant of USS 12 million, through the Japan Fund for Poverty Reduction (JFPR)
administered by Asian Development Bank (ADB).

The block grants are provided for priority in infrastructure and livelihood
improvement intervention, identified and selected by each community
participating in the ERLIP. The ERLIP block grant allocation for the infrastructure
sub-component is based on the population of village tract and for the livelihood
sub-component is based on the actual total cost of all approved livelihood
proposals prepared by the livelihood groups in each village tract. The progress of

the project is as follow:

The livelihoods sub-projects aim to cover all the 293 villages in the three
townships before project completion. The livelihood grants between the two
cycles are covering (273) villages for (1294) Livelihood Groups (LGs). LGs are
implementing the pig breeding/ fattening and other types of diverse livelihood
activities such as business ranging from other livestock projects (goats, poultry),
agriculture (vegetables, flowers, tea leaves), fisheries (fishing nets, fishing,
prawns and crabs), trading (buy and sell), and small cottage industries/
handicraft (tea leaf processing, shrimp paste, ground nut oil, hollow block,
bamboo hats. This diversity partly reflects geographical differences across the
three ERLIP target townships. The focus of LGs on pig breeding is an important

feature of the livelihood subcomponent.




hina-aided Pilot Project of Poverty Reduction in Myanmar

In order to implement the Cooperation Initiative proposed by Leader of the
Chinese government, Premier Mr. Li Kegiang at the ASEAN+3 Summit in 2014,
Myanmar, the Government of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar and the
Government of the People's Republic of China agreed to carry out the China-
aided Pilot Project of Poverty Reduction Cooperation in Myanmar: building
Village-level Demonstration Program for Cooperation on Poverty Alleviation.

The project is being implemented in two villages namely Min Pyin Village in

Lewe Township and Aye Chan Thar Village in Tatkon Township, Nay Pyi Taw with
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a Chinese grant amount of RMB Yuan 33.33 million for three years, by jointly
cooperation with Department of Rural Development (DRD), Myanmar Ministry of
Agriculture, Livestock and Irrigation and joint cooperation of International
Poverty Reduction Center in China (IPRCC) under the State Council Leading
Group Office of Poverty Alleviation and Development of P.R. China (LGOP) and
Ministry of Commerce of P.R. China (MOFCOM).

The main activities undertaken by the China-aided Pilot Project of Poverty
Reduction Cooperation in Myanmar are building infrastructure of road and water
supply facilities, supporting village industry including planting and breeding,
carrying out community environment management, providing materials and
dispatching experts for training program.

At present, as for Infrastructure and public facilities, drinking water systems in
the two villages have almost been finished and the others including roads, school
buildings, clinics, community centers, river bank are expected to be completed at
the end of the October in this year. For livelihood improvement, strategy of
agriculture development has been formed with pilot production of 40 acres of
rice, peanut and sesame. Villagers were organized to visit a rice demonstration
project implemented by department of agriculture of Lewe Township. Income
generation through labor export was explored with 5 villagers from Min Pyin
were sent to work in a garment factory with subsidies.

After completion of the project, it is expected that villagers’ accessibility to
the basic facilities and infrastructure as well as public services will improve;

access to market for local production will increase; capacity of community,
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government staff and village-level organizations for self-management and self-
governance in carrying out poverty reduction projects will be enhanced,
agricultural technology tailored to local conditions will improve and innovative

model for poverty reduction at village-level can be formulated.

With the aim to enhance the capacity of rural people and to create their

livelihood opportunities, DRD is conducting different types of livelihood support

vocational training program based on local needs and market demand. Typical

type of livelihood support trainings includes agricultural training, livestock and

veterinary training, computer training, carpentry or masonry training, engine

repairing, wiring training, domestic handicraft training and others. From 2016-

2017 to 2018-2019 fiscal year, DRD has provided vocational trainings to (79,043)

rural people in (2,939) times.
